Music and Movement 

The Marching Mice, as we call our Little Flower band, 

have been learning new songs: Woodpecker and Little Sir 
Echo are songs that lend themselves to group 

interaction as the children play their instruments or sing 

when itõs their turn and wait when itõs somebody elseõs 

turn.
